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The Matching Fund  

 The year 2007 was an exciting year for us at Crossfire.  We 
started the year with a $50,000 matching grant donation.  Dur-
ing the year we reduced our building debt to $36,000.   
 We would like to reduce that to $0.00 in 2008.  $36,000 is 
the amount left on the matched grant.  The donor is willing to 
continue the match this year so we can be debt free, praise the 
Lord.   
 We are looking to the future and praying about God’s will 
for Crossfire.  In the process, we are making contacts to deter-
mine planning and architectural costs for a new building.  That 
building would be approximately 55’ X 85’ and two stories 
high.  That would give us 8350 square feet, four times the 
building space that we currently have.  We are also open to 
other ideas with the Lord’s leading. 
 A new building  would solve two problems—the space 
shortage and parking.  The old building built in 1906 would be 
removed for parking.  That would give us 15 parking spaces 
compared to five that we now have.  It would also make the 
neighboring businesses happier. 
 We thank you for your participation in the Matchmaker 
Fund campaign.  We also thank you for your general support 
of our food, clothing, toiletries and housewares ministry to the 
needy.  We dare not neglect this area in our effort to fund the 
Matchmaker. 
 We could not help all those we do without you.  Thanks 
again for being a part of our dream. 
 We would like you to continue dreaming with us about how 
we can serve our community even more effectively in the fu-
ture.
